Hawai i of 1975 and the only original 
cast member left. Lord jim boasts a 
brick sh•thouse bod and, in the 
program, "M y greatest asset lies in 
love-maKing and if anyone can find a 
better lover on this cont inent, I will 
pay them $100." Enough of this 
boasting! After seeing Lord jim's 
abundant assets, who needs money? 
Proof, proof! 

Pam Lane is uniql•e to "Naked 
Waite•" in that she has ta lent, lots o f 
it. She's a fine comedienne with 
flawless timing, a good singer, fan­
tastic dancer, great stripper, sensa­
tional looking . .. and considering the 
material she's got to work with, all 
that ain't easy. (We talked briefly 
after the show. I got the distinct im­
pression that she'd like to get the hell 
out.) 

What a· female impersonator is 
doing in a "show for the modern 
female," I don' t know. Aside from 
the fact that Gari Alexander is male 
(when she whipped off her G-string 
to prove it, the one and only woman 
in the audience and her husband 
took off like a shot), she's likely to 
hold a limited appeal for the "mod­
ern female." 

Maybe she and Lord Jim explain 
the fact that, tiny as we were, the 
audience was predominantly gay. 
Make no mistake, Gari is a very 
funny drag. She excels at ad lib and 
evidently has concluded from her 
script that any improv wi ll improve. 

Although the name Daquiri St. 
John suggests a second female imper­
sonation, this gentleman stripper is 
anything butt. Not on ly does he sit 
on his talent, he bumps and grinds it

around. As a matter ot tact, wherever 
you may personally draw the line, I 
guarantee that Daquiri will cross over 
and gross you out. 

I •nda Dominice and Hyacintha 
Dacuna complete the female strip 
cast. Linda, a contortion ist, gets all 
tied up in knots during the snow, and 
Hyacintha has the unusual habit of 
starting her strip bottomless and 
working slowly up from there . . . sort 
of an anticlimactic c limb. 

La~t. but certainly not least, the 
Naked Waiters are of such variety in 
shape and >i:r.e that at least one has 
got to grab you. Metaphorically 
speaking, that is.

clone just that. After a three·year 
romp at New York's Village Gate, it 
ejaculated on the West Coast at 
L.A.'s Whiskey A Go·Go with the San 
Francisco opening scheduled foe 
February at the On Broadway. 
Pcomotecl as a "sexual musica l," it is 
also sexual satire and, even more, a 
plea for sexual understanding and 
freedom with what could be a heavy 
message masked by good, d irty fun. 
It's bal lsy, blatant, no-holds-barred 
faref yet through it all the scrubbed, 
app e·pie youth of the cast pu lis 
everything off (But everything: un· 
less inilat ion has hi t the birthday 
su i t the costume budget is a 
producer's dream!) and stil l retains a 
naivete seldom seen since Mari lyn 
took those damned pil ls. 

How many ways can "luck" and 
" suck" be mouthed in the course of 
two hours and stil l come across 
honest, poignan l and outrageously 
funny? Earl Wi lson, Jr. has found the 
means with some of the cleverest 
lyrics to hit the musica l stage of the 
'70s. I f his music is forgettable, the 
blame can be laid on the words. 
Nothing is sacred and no sexual 
or ientat ion, deviation, aberration or 
perversion is left unexplored. S&M 
devotees wi l l appreciate former Colt 
model, Greg Kolb, in iull harness 
wh ipping l · don't· know·w ho .

Besides Greg, the program lists 

e leven addit ional cast members 
(a lthough there are never twelve 
people on stage). "Cheaper by the 
dozen" is apparently producer/d irec­
tor Phil Oesterman's motto . or has 
he fai led to recognize the subtle 
d ist inction between raw talen t and 
ta lent in the raw? Sad to say1 but 
those groovy bods and bared ouns, 
however appealing, begin to take on 
a tell ing shade of green as the 
evening wails on. 

But it's al l in good spirit, and there 
are exceptions. Robin O'Hara, as a 
school macm, i n "Fellat io 101" 
instructs her class in the finer aspects 
of that art by passing out bananas to 
four female pupils and one incredible 
transvestite. She's frantic and fabu­
lous in the only dialogue sketch of the 
show. Musical vignettes, with sex the 
only thread, fo llow one another 
cabaret style: in " The Ad," mult i-tal­
ented Hy Conrad places a series of 
classified ads, each consecutively 
more jaded than the one before (for 
the Los Angeles Times, he's self­
described " smal l but clean," but by 
the t ime he gets to Screw his organ 
" we ighs nearly halt a pound ."); 
Christine Rubens of Rubenesque 
proport ions and d1e New York cast, 
expresses her fantasy of bee om ing a 
Hollywood porno queen in "Linda, 
Georgina, Mari lyn and Me," a dream 
she later rea lizes at the top of Act II, 
"The Show Business Nobody Knows;" 

and Marion Ramsey, by far the best 
singer of the group, belts out the 
plaintive "Doesn't Anybody love 
Anymore?" (To answer her question, 
she might try upstaging the rest of 
the cast in a less unprofessional 
manner before some ot the more 
seasoned veterans bump her into the 
occhestca pit on her very professional 
ass.) Robin, Hy and Christine merge 
later in the program to sing "The 
Cunni lingus Champion of Co. C" a Ia 
the Andrews Sisters. 

Surprisingly, the best music of the 
evening is contained in three "gay" 
bal lads. " I'm Gay," sung by Greg 
Kolb and Brian M iller, w1th an 
especially fine arrangement by ar­
ranger/ conductor Bil ly Cunningham, 
announces for the first time to the 
folks back home the truth the t it le 
indicates. Later, Bryan sings the 
lonely " Take Me Home With You" to 
hustler Greg and, f inall y, Marion 
Ramsey and friend Irma Kaye duet 
" And She l oved Me" as Robin 
O'Hara and Wesley Ferguson perform 
a nude, lesbian adagio . The over­
amplified title song winds up the 
entertainment with full company 
tearing up the club to wi ld applause. 

Despite sloppy d irection, some 
mediocre performances and poor 
choreography ( Is Phil Oesterman a 
choreographer too? What a ta lent!], 
this lewd, raunchy sexfest should not 
be missed.

What can you say about a movie 

that's so hot it's beong handled with 
asbestos gloves? 

For openers, we can saY. that it 
makes "Sextool" look like 'Rebecca 
of Sunnybrook Farm." Even the Sire 
of " Sextool " Fred HalSted, has 
commented that " Born to Raise Hell" 
is the best S&M film he's ever seen. 
No small praise, that, coming from 
the Stud who is the acknowledged 
Master of the S&M film genre. 

Prior to the start o f the fi lm is a dis­
claimer stating, in partb that "This 
theatre is not responsi le for anr, 
psychological effects to the viewer. ' 
There seems to be a considerab le 
w i llingness, however, to accept 
responsibility lor the psysiological 
errects ana tnere wrl be many a 
throbbrng organ in the "Born" 
audrence It must be noted here that 
an occasional writer has pointed out 
the obvrous lack of throbbing organs 
on the film rtself, also pointing out his 
own ignorance about this speciali~ed 
area of sensualoty. As S&M devotees 
will auest, it's the scene and not the 
sex that counts. 

13e that as it may, there's plenty of 
scene and sex for even the most 
jaded viewer or doer. Every act that 
can possibly be committed on, in, or 
to a human body is, including some 
that I wou ld have bet against. Early 
on I was tempted to add to "Born to 
Raise Hell" the subtitle, "Forced to 

Drink Piss." (Mercy! I've not seen so 
much urine outside of a hospital rn 
years· it's a wonder that poor child 
wasn't permanently raundiced!) Then 
I revrsed my thinking to " live to Sniff 
Amyl," for it sometimes seemed as 
though that were the only thing that 
kept some of the Ms alive and 
breathing (I do wish I had a piece of 
the popper profit from this picture!) 

Over and above the ingenious and 
seemingly endless methods of suck­
ing, . fucking_. stripping whipping, 
shavong, slavong, eatrng, beatong, and 
so forth and so on, there are some 
r.ru ly marvelous touches. The cast is 
introduced not by the conventional 
credit lines, but by means of names 
tattooed on various parts of the 
anatomy. Val Martin never,ever 
removes his symbolic black hat, not 
even when he tenderly kisses a 
battered M . The use of road signs 
provides amusing punctuation to the 
actoon. We' re warned about the 
amyl, for example, by DANGER / 
GETIINC IJLASTEDAREA. CAUTION 
/ WIDE AND LONG LOAD alerts us to 
yet another peri~ while CAUTION/ 
DEPT. OF WAhR AND SPORTS 
speaks for itself. 

The camera work is excellent, 
particularly in such shots as a 
close· up of a confined cock and balls 
which makes us real ize better than 
Cray's Anatom)' how mighty like a 
street map is the human circulatory 
system. 

My maror technical complaints 
have to do with some bad miking and 

some even worse editing. Where the 
majoroty of the action, for example, 
takes place in a leather bar, the 
carryover of the obvious bar conver­
satoon to the privacX of Val's 
apartment rs confusing. nd the fi lm 
has been cut in such a way that, 
unless you're prepared for ot, you 
mrss the omportance of the kid telling 
Val he's the son of a cop thereby 
almo;t totally invalidating the dream 
sequence and Val's getting it in the 
end. 

Still and all, " Born to Raise Hell" 
has something for everyone, includ­
ing offense: its detractors are legion, 
alas, ar1d in some c irc les it's the fi lm 
you love to hate. I t is worth seeing, 
bul you're going to have to check 
your local paper carefu lly for play 
dates. Although it showed without 
incident in San Francisco, and a print 
has gone to New York's Museum of 
Modern Arti the film has already 
been cance led once in both los 
Angeles and Atlanta. It' s been 
tentatively rescheduled for the latter 
city in February, but the political 
clrmate seems to be dictating the 
LA openrng. So far as I l<now, 
there's been no problem to date witll 
Chrcago or New York. 

RemE>mber some years back when 
"A Man and A Woman" was being 
touted as the movie to see "-witfi 
someone r.ou lovP"? Well, "Born to 
Rai~e l lell' is the movie to see with 
someone you love to beat. Or be 
beaten by.

On a dark corner at the edge of the 
Warehouse Distri ct, away from the 
cashmere sweaters, buckle-backed 
jeans and the steps of The Mad!s<;m, 
the profSeny came together, ghdm$.

dark costumes in the parallax of 
chrome bars and steel pedals. This 
was the Tool Box. Sometimes they

A lea ther strip snakes down Folsom 
Street. For a short t ime -it coiled 
around the Red Star Sa loon, "a very 
hot bar." Along with Chuck,, most 
fanciers of l ife along Folsom remem· 
ber. The rosters that touteo the 
delights o that rare establishment 
found their way onto the john walls 
of leather maniacs everywhere. They 
stand tribute to a man who captured 
the mystique of another time zone 
with a few scratches of his pen: the 
Arnett touch, loosed 111 the land.

The Ambush enjoys a reputation as

"Galleries are funera l parlors for 
art work." He's drawing a dude 
twisting a leather throng around his 
cock His pen hits the paper hard "I 
show my work in the bar because 
that's where the people who know 
me go and can get off on what I do 
and sometimes even buy something." 
In the bar, the original art work for 
the Red Star posters is framed over 
the door leading to the john. A price 
tag next to it reads $200. Behind the 
door, a drawing dangles over the 
urinal and sometimes provides inspi, 
ration for the more hang-loos.e 
among the Ambush cl ientele.

yielding up a fierce man wearing a 
leather ·hat( handcuffed to a chair, his 
ass being ingered by the dude who 
was trapping his cock with the 
leather thong. New members of the 
troupe freaking freely, cont inuous 
eroltc performances courtesy of the 
magic markers wielded by the master

The dryer drones expectantly into 
the final moments of the permanent 
pre>l cycle. We move toward the 
door. My eyes scout the landing for a 
pa1r of blond th1ghs bound in leather 
Downstair~. under a sign proclaiming 
only anonymity, a gloved hand 
formed mto a tight fist pulls firmly on 
a large studded dog collar which 
encircle-s the neck of a dude wearing 
a checkered sh irt. The glove melds 
into a jacket, the focus of a leather 
outf it designed to fit fi rmly over a 
well-muscled body. He glowers un· 
der the hRt forced low over his eyes, 
a hint of trips to come. They 
di;appear down the alley, walking a 
perpendicular to Folsom Street.

ELSE- CAN'T BE ALL BAD. A FORMER MR. AMERICA TAKES YOU THERE AND GUARANTEES THE RESULTS! READ ON 

Let's say that your goal •s we1ght 
gain. Or is it weight loss, reappor 
tionment, or just toning? Regardless, 
the factors involved are the same 
- mental attitude, diet, exercise and 
rest. These four are equally import· 
ant and equally dependent upon one 
another for results Now we suggest a 
fifth to 1mplement the first four dis­
cip line! It has long been a fantasy o f 
many wou ld-be body builders to 
have not only a workout buddy, but 
an instructor who would insure 
results w1th a b1g, w ide leather belt 

. an instructor who would make 
sure that they worked out to the.r 
l1mits. Then let the world take a look 
at that bbd a few weeks later! 

We'll take that theory a li ttle fur­
ther. rhrow out the jockstrap, the 
workout shorts, the tenms and the 
sweat socks: let's exercise buck 
11aked. A supporter? Constricting, 
and not really necessary for most ex­
ercises. A good heavy pair of Marine 
shackles is psychologically benefi­
cial, and the added weight could be 
good for toning the leg muscles. 

First, kneel down and write out 
how you look and feel RIGHT THIS 
MINUl Fl Be brutally honest. Re­
member that no one will see this list 
but you If you have a Master, ·per­
haps he w1ll want to start the ball 
rolling . Put down every deta il. Ha11 
gra1-? Oa ld spot? Eyes red? Teeth 
yellow? Crow's feetl Do you stand 
tall and proud or do you slouch? Is 
your walk sprightly? Are you alert? 
Slugg•shl Voice too high? Too low? 
Hoarse? li>t your good points and 
habits a~ well as your bad ones 
When you and/ or your Master have 
listed everything you can think of 
about yourself, you shou ld have at 
least two full pages of comment~ 
(about 50) Don't forget to include 
the status o f your health over the 
past six months 

Once you've completed your hst, 
go back and separate the positive 
and desirable points and itemile 
them on the lefthand side of a sheet 
of paper l temile the negative points 
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on the righthand side of the same 
sheN. If thP left hand column is 
longer than the right, and we hope it 
1S, you should feel better about 
your;elf aheady 1\ow you have a 
wr itten picture o f yourself. This is 
vitally important, because so many 
people have only a vague feeling 
when a change is due If you have no 
concrete idea of what must be 
changed, you're lost. No one can 
work toward a goal w1thout first de­
fining that goaL 

Now go over the righthand, nega­
t•ve li<t. Decide which th ings you are 
going to change and wh1ch you' re 
not. For example, let's assume that 
you have a reced ing hair line and you 
decide against a transplant or hair 
p1ece. Move i t to the lefthand 
column, the l1st of th1ngs that you 
like about yourself. ~rom now on, 
you'll learn to love your receding 
hairline. like i t or not No more look­
ing in the mirror and lamentmg the 
ab>ence of hair. YOU decided not to 
do anything about i t, so stop com­
plaining. Shave what 1> left off. 

Organi~e the point\ remaimng in 
the righthand column into categor· 
ies: phys ical, emotional, character 
and personality. Next to each point, 
note how you or your Master intend 
to change it. As you go through the 
list, imagint; the New Yo•J with the 
changes i ncorporated . Gorgeous, 
aren' t you! Keep thi; image m mind 
24 hours a day so you' ll know how to 
deal with 1! when you lit it. And you 
will, for th is is what you're going to 
become. Be sure to share this image 
with your Master, not only so he'll 
know what he has to look forward to, 
btll also because that's the only way 
he can get you whipped mto shape. 
If you don' t have a Master at pre\~nt, 
you will soon. 

At this point you may be wonder· 
ing, " What m the hell does all th is 
have to do with body build•ng?" 
Well, your mental picture probably 
includes a new (at lea't overhault'd) 
body. But there is also the emot•onal 
you, the happ1er person which will 

make your physica l ga1ns come 
about that much easier and faster 
Your new personali ty will attract 
people to you (whether or not you 
keep them, of course, is entirely up 
to your Master), and few things 
speed body building as quickly as the 
admiung glances of others T raimng 
partners, friends, even enemies will 
offer advice and encourag~rnen t. 

Personali ty, emotional and charac­
ter changes are effected only by in· 
tense concentrat ion and constant 
pr<lCtice You CAN change yourself 
withOUT a psychiatrist! It's some· 
limes mteresting to know exactly 
why you are a certa1n way, but 1t cer· 
tamly is not necessary in nrder to 
bring about change. All that's really 
neces.ary is to identify the disliked 
tra•t and then to \\Ork on changing it 
Of course, you must alway< strive to 
be the person you want to be. You' ll 
be amaLed at the amount of change 
which can be eff('(;ted. So will your 
Master, and he' ll probably be so 
grateful that he'll give you an extra 
lash or two. fhe discipline which 
you practiCe and develop here, and 
the dbcipline to which your Master 
subjects you, is the same as that 
which you will use in your entir<' 
body building program. 

In subsequent arlicles, I will out 
line more bodybuilding bA~ic~. Until 
then, get back to your cage. NOW'

1 ather apologe tlt regular men in 
bluP. ~topped the performi1nce and 
began handcuffing personnel of the 
Meetmg House Cabaret. Those ar­
rested. ostensib ly for displaying 
nud1ty where food and liquor were 
being served, included four waiters 
clad m saron~ brief lv dof fed on 
stage; the superstar who sang and 
dosplayed his 12' t~ lent; two muscle­
men, a boy juggler, a drag queen and 
a comedienne, all of whom stripped; 
and another woman who, as emcee, 
never took off her c lothes. The 
producer, Gerald Gordon, was also 
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arrestee.! as an accompl ice to the 
above crimes but was not handcufft>d 
(<uffs bemg discretionary, afler all). 

I he audoence of about 150 which 
included Mr. lllackwell and other 
members of the press, were mostly · 
ora te. They gav(' the performers ova­
tions as they were led off the stage, 
and severa l chose to remonstrate 
wi th the olficers, but to no avai l. The 
Vice expressed ama£ement that no 
one followed their lead in demanding 
refunds. I was · only stunned that 
when the housel ights came on half 
my station stood up with badges. 

. 01 thes~>,. one young woman car 
ned the dr~nh I had serw·d her in d 

Mason jar as she pOmted out all th<> 
men who had been nud<• on \ tilge 
and she was very good at /luttl n~ the 
cock; together with the aces (The 
jar was to show headquarters tiMt il 
she'd had a good t ime, it wasn ~ 
because of the liQuor.) 

The cast was given the opportunit, 
to dress, but we waiters were not al­
lowed to get our pants or shoes In 
pairs, escorted by pai rs of patrolmen 
we were droven in separate cars to 
Wilsh ire Division. 

The attitude of our escorts was one 
of mi ld embarassment although the 
girls complained of ~erbal harass­
ment from the Vice. At the station 
booking was delayed until someone 
could find a copy of the munocopal 
ordonance we had allegedly violated 
An extra clerk was summoned to help 
type the booking informatoon. Those 
of us with local f.D were released on 
our ·Own Recognizance, while the 
producers secured a bondsman for 
the out-of-towners who were subse­
Quently released on bai l of 51000 
each. 

Beginning at midnight we were let 
out one-a t-a-time every five minutes. 
We chose to regroup in the oulsode 
hall. In the brief lava-lava, if I sat 
down everything fell out on the 
bench so I stood rather than get 
busted for indecent exposure in the 
stat1on. (Some of the kids were a 
li tile leery of the photographers, but 
I told them to cover their faces with 
their sarongs.) , 

When we met in an attorney's 
office the following Monday, we 
were full of questions. The producers 
had told us prior to the opening that 
there was no danger of arrests. On 
several occasions, they asked that a 
pohce representative view the show. 
The city had replied that this would 
not be necessary, that th<>re were no 
violations. The pol ice said at the 
time of the arrests that they were 
called in because "a wornan com-
plained." . 

We read the ordinance. It stated 
tha t it os illegal to show tits and ass 
"where food and/ or liquor is be­
ing served EXCEPT IN A CONCERT 
HALL OR OTHER PlACC WHERE 
THEATRICAl ENTERTAINMENT IS 
NORMALLY PRESENTED." Since the 
emphaso~ is theirs, I mvst assume 
that the v1ce can't read phrases set in 
caps. 

The. woman who complained was 
the chock woth the Mason jar who had 
gone to the' pay phone to ask for 
off1cers to aid wi th the arres ts. 

The exact defin ition of a theatre is 
vague enough that the City Attor­
ney's olf1ce chose not to file charges. 
rhere was no arraignment, only a 
tremendous cost to the taxpayer~

"M orn ing, Noon and Night" is the 
sort of movie I'd have to ca lf " prom­
ising," meaning that i f the people re­
spons•ble for it ever get their act to· 
gether they'll most likely come up 
with some really neat stu ff As it is, 
what MNN mostly has to offer are 
some pretty people, a loose plot, a 
low-key message (Jesus, a message! 
What is porno coming to?) and a few 
genu•nely and intentionally funny 
bits. Trouble is, there are more 
scenes tha t are funny without intent. 

As the fi lm opens, roommates Jim 
and Matt are both early morn ing-wet 
dreaming about a hunky blond surf 
bunny, the "Red" of the1r consc1ous 
fantasies as welL Their alarms go off 
before they do and, after performing 
thCir individual ablu tions, they sit 
down to Cheerios (What :No Break­
fast of Champions?) and a tricky con­
versational exchange about the ir var­
ious ;ackquaintances. 

Soon )1m is entertaining "Morn­
ing," something of a rude awakening 
like many another. Physica lly, Morn-
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ing is a klut£. Intellectually, he gets 
turned on by reading Kafka aloud. At 
least he reads aloud until Jim sticks 
his cock in h•s mouth, no doubt the 
only way to shut him up. Theirs is an 
intellectual relationship: they screw 
to Sibelius, blow to Bach, rim to 
R i msky-Korsakov. 

"Noon" is Matt's turn, a hard hat 
number who's so butch that he sucks 
and fucks in his workclothes. He fin­
ally does drop his drawers. After all, 
it's tough to get your legs up in the a1r 
with Levis around your ankles. 

Inasmuch as Jim and Matt had 
traded photos of their daytimers, but 
kept their evenings to themselve~. it 
shouldn' t come as much of a surprise 
(not to the audience, anyhow) to dis­
cover that they share "Night," a self­
described incurable romantic who 
screws up by invi ting both dates for 
the same day.

FRfD HALSTW 
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There are current ly two top bars in 
Los Angeles that have become head­
quarters for the local Leather crowd. 
One is for fun and one is for real. The 
real one is Larry's, and the difference 
is that it was designed and built by 
Larry " The Mad Welder" Young who 
is as serious about S&M as anyone 
can be. His preoccupation is obvious 
the minute you pass through t he 
front door of heavy prison steel. 
Once inside Larry's dungeon, com­
plete with walls of gray stone and the 
largest collection of torture equ ip­
ment and sextoys in any bar, you 
notice a distinct atmosphere of ap­
prehens ion and expectation . The 
scene is for rea l, and nobody walks in 
un less he's horny to begin with . You 
can cut t he" sexual tension with a 
riding CrOp. turn page, p/ea.Sl' .. .

DRUMMER Visits Larry's 
CONTINUED-

The first object that catches your 
eye is an authentiC torture rack 
werghing severa l hundred pounds 
and complete wrth steel shackles, 
cha ins and winch tha t will stretch 
more than your imagination. Hang­
ing on the walls are various torture 
devices: hoods, harnesses, gags, 
whips, padd les, ti t clamps, ca ttle 
prods, collars and chains. One of 
DRUMMER's favorites is the " ass 
~preader, " adapted from an authen­
tic vet's speculum, the self-locking 
device used to clamp open an anr­
mal's mouth. From the ceiling in a 
room just off the marn bar is hung a 
Boot Hoist: mi lita ry boots secured 
upside-down on a board suspended 
by a rope hoist and pul ley. It seems 
to keep a lot o f M s hanging around. 

For those into water sports Larry's 
toi lets are provided with steel collars 
and double sets of shackles strategic­
ally located. locked in place, you'd 
have a hard time refusing even the 
" Brg Apple," a red rubber inflatable 
ba l loon meant for the rectum. 
(larry's has one of these painful 
items providing a spot of color be­
hind the bar.) 



The bar seems to draw a socia l 
cross section of people who are 
un ited chiefly by a common interest 
in far·out sex. Although not al l of the 
customers are parti cipants, the per­
centage of those active in d iscipline, 
humi liation, bondage water sports 
and/or scat is higher than practica lly 
anywhere in t he country. Larry's in· 
tention is to set a mood that is super· 
heavy, bizarre, trashy . And it sue· 
ceeds. The ligh ts are dim and the 
mus ic seems designed by its volume 
and careful selection of raunch-rock 
to discourage casual social conversa­
tion . "Ya wanna fuck?" is about all 
you can hear over the Heavy Metal 
Sound.<. 

Surprisingly, with such a ded•ca­
t ion to trashy sex, the bar is clean 
and good liquor is well served (even 
if the bartenders are often chained to 
the walls). Tuesday evening is Ban· 
dana Night, a special evening for one 
to denote his sex practice by the 
color and placement of his bandana. 
While not running a dating service, 
Larry, if he's present, is usually wi ll· 
ing to tell you what somebody's trip 
is, and how heavy, so that vou don't 
wino up with a scene that wi II break 
you. 

A recent institution is Ful l Moon 
Night, held once a month when the 
moon has waxed to its fullest. On this 
occasion, which is a sort of costume 
party, everyone is encouraged to 
bring his serious trips out in public. 
judges pick the individual, pair and 
group who reveal the most severe 
and real scene. Gag your M, hood 
him, brand him, chain him and drag 
h1m in. The pnleS are worth the 
effort if you can show true class.
